Alderman Evers asked Karen Davis what businesses could be placed in this area and she listed service
station and a sports complex.

Alderman DeGifford told the council the citizens were confused on how the zoning was changed; however,
their main concerns were they didn't want added traffic or lights in their backyards.

Alderman Bitner asked that the council to invite the citizens to express their concerns about the wedding
chapel.
