A. Two-foot contour interval for ground slope between level and ten percent.
B. Five-foot contour interval for ground slope exceeding ten percent.

A preliminary grading plan.

EXISTING UTILITIES AND DRAINAGE IMPROVEMENTS
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On the drawing, show all known on-site and off-site existing utilities, drainage
improvements, and easements (dimensioned), and provide the structures, locations, types,
and condition, and note them as “existing” on the plat.

Existing easements shall show the name of the easement holder, purpose of the easement,
and the book and page number for the easement. If an easement is blanket or
indeterminate in nature, a note to this effect shall be placed on the plat or plan.
